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(John 14:16-17 NKJV)  "And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever; {17} "the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees Him nor knows Him; but you know Him, for He dwells with you and will be in you.

(John 14:26 NKJV)  ""But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you."

(John 15:26 NKJV)  ""But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me."

(John 16:7 NKJV)  ""Nevertheless I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I depart, I will send Him to you."

(John 16:13-14 NKJV)  ""However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come. (14) "He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you."

Belgic Confession (1561)

Article 11—The Holy Ghost is True and Eternal God

“We believe and confess also that the Holy Ghost from eternity proceeds from the Father and Son; and therefore is neither made, created, nor begotten, but only proceedeth from both; who in order is the third person of the Holy Trinity; of one and the same essence, majesty, and glory with the Father and the Son; and therefore is the true and eternal God, as the Holy Scriptures teach us.” 

The Person of the Holy Spirit (The Holy Spirit is not an “it” or an impersonal force)


The Bible uses personal pronouns with reference to the Holy Spirit

(John 15:26 NKJV)  ""But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me."

(Acts 13:2 NKJV)  "As they ministered to the Lord and fasted, the Holy Spirit said, "Now separate to Me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them.""

It is possible to have communion with the Holy Spirit

(2 Corinthians 13:14 NKJV)  The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all. Amen.

It is possible to sin against the Holy Spirit


(Matthew 12:31-32 NKJV)  ""Therefore I say to you, every sin and blasphemy will be forgiven men, but the blasphemy against the Spirit will not be forgiven men. (32) "Anyone who speaks a word against the Son of Man, it will be forgiven him; but whoever speaks against the Holy Spirit, it will not be forgiven him, either in this age or in the age to come."

It is possible to grieve the Holy Spirit

(Ephesians 4:30 NKJV)  "And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption."

It is possible to resist the Holy Spirit

(Acts 7:51 NKJV)  ""You stiffnecked and uncircumcised in heart and ears! You always resist the Holy Spirit; as your fathers did, so do you."

He enables us to submit to the Lordship of Christ

(1 Corinthians 12:3 NKJV)  "Therefore I make known to you that no one speaking by the Spirit of God calls Jesus accursed, and no one can say that Jesus is Lord except by the Holy Spirit."


He gives gifts to His people according to His will.

(1 Corinthians 12:11 NKJV)  "But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each one individually as He wills."

The Holy Spirit Gives Us Joy

(Romans 14:17 NKJV)  for the kingdom of God is not eating and drinking, but righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.

The Holy Spirit Comforts Us

(Acts 9:31 NKJV)  Then the churches throughout all Judea, Galilee, and Samaria had peace and were edified. And walking in the fear of the Lord and in the comfort of the Holy Spirit, they were multiplied.

The Deity of the Holy Spirit

“Another Helper”—Comes from the Greek word allos—meaning, another of the same kind or another just like the first one.

(John 14:16 NKJV)  ""And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever;"

The Holy Spirit is Referred to as God

(Acts 5:3-4 NKJV)  But Peter said, "Ananias, why has Satan filled your heart to lie to the Holy Spirit and keep back part of the price of the land for yourself? {4} "While it remained, was it not your own? And after it was sold, was it not in your own control? Why have you conceived this thing in your heart? You have not lied to men but to God."

The Holy Spirit indwells us as God

(1 Corinthians 3:16 NKJV)  "Do you not know that you are the temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?"

(1 Corinthians 6:19 NKJV)  "Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own?"

(Ephesians 2:22 NKJV)  "in whom you also are being built together for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit."

(Romans 8:9 NKJV)  "But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His."


The Holy Spirit is Eternal

(Hebrews 9:14 NKJV)  "how much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?"

The Holy Spirit is Omniscient 

(1 Corinthians 2:10-11 NKJV)  "But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. (11) For what man knows the things of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even so no one knows the things of God except the Spirit of God."

(John 16:12-13 NKJV)  ""I still have many things to say to you, but you cannot bear them now. (13) "However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come."

The Holy Spirit is Omnipresent

(Psalms 139:7-10 NKJV)  "Where can I go from Your Spirit? Or where can I flee from Your presence? (8) If I ascend into heaven, You are there; If I make my bed in hell, behold, You are there. (9) If I take the wings of the morning, And dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea, (10) Even there Your hand shall lead me, And Your right hand shall hold me."
The Holy Spirit is Omnipotent

(Luke 1:35 NKJV)  "And the angel answered and said to her, "The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Highest will overshadow you; therefore, also, that Holy One who is to be born will be called the Son of God."

The Holy Spirit is Eternal

(Hebrews 9:14 NKJV)  how much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

The Holy Spirit is Involved in Creation

(Job 33:4 NKJV)  The Spirit of God has made me, And the breath of the Almighty gives me life.


The Holy Spirit was the One Who Placed Christ in the Virgin Mary

(Luke 1:35 NKJV)  And the angel answered and said to her, "The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Highest will overshadow you; therefore, also, that Holy One who is to be born will be called the Son of God.

The Holy Spirit Gives Life

(Romans 8:11 NKJV)  But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.

(John 3:6 NKJV)  ""That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit."

The Triune Godhead is in Unity but Distinct

(2 Corinthians 13:14 NKJV)  The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all. Amen.

(Matthew 28:19 NKJV)  "Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,
The Holy Spirit has given us the Word of God

(John 16:13-14 NKJV)  "However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come. {14} "He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you.

(John 15:26 NKJV)  "But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me.

(2 Peter 1:21 NKJV)  for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit.
