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The Christian is sealed by the Holy Spirit

(2 Corinthians 1:21-22 NKJV)  “Now He who establishes us with you in Christ and has anointed us is God, {22} who also has sealed us and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.”

(Ephesians 1:13-14 NKJV)  “In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, {14} who is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory.”

(Ephesians 4:30 NKJV) “And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption.”
(2 Corinthians 5:5 NKJV)  "Now He who has prepared us for this very thing is God, who also has given us the Spirit as a guarantee."

God is able and willing to preserve us.
(1 Thessalonians 5:23-24 NKJV)  Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. {24} He who calls you is faithful, who also will do it.

(Jude 1:24 NKJV)  “Now to Him who is able to keep you from stumbling, And to present you faultless before the presence of His glory with exceeding joy

(2 Thessalonians 3:3 NKJV)  “But the Lord is faithful, who will establish you and guard you from the evil one.”

(Romans 14:4 NKJV)  Who are you to judge another's servant? To his own master he stands or falls. Indeed, he will be made to stand, for God is able to make him stand.

(John 1:12-13 NKJV)  But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, to those who believe in His name: {13} who were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.

(Jude 1:24 NKJV)  “Now to Him who is able to keep you from stumbling, And to present you faultless before the presence of His glory with exceeding joy”

(Philippians 2:13 NKJV)  “for it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure.”

(Jeremiah 32:40-41 NKJV)  “'And I will make an everlasting covenant with them, that I will not turn away from doing them good; but I will put My fear in their hearts so that they will not depart from Me. {41} 'Yes, I will rejoice over them to do them good, and I will assuredly plant them in this land, with all My heart and with all My soul.'”
(Hebrews 13:20-21 NKJV)  “Now may the God of peace who brought up our Lord Jesus from the dead, that great Shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant, {21} make you complete in every good work to do His will, working in you what is well pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen.”

The one who is truly born again will endure to the end.

(John 6:37-40 NKJV)  "All that the Father gives Me will come to Me, and the one who comes to Me I will by no means cast out. {38} "For I have come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me. {39} "This is the will of the Father who sent Me, that of all He has given Me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up at the last day. {40} "And this is the will of Him who sent Me, that everyone who sees the Son and believes in Him may have everlasting life; and I will raise him up at the last day."

The certainty of our salvation is found in the fact that when Christ died—we died with Him.

(Romans 6:5 NKJV)  For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection,

(Romans 6:8-9 NKJV)  Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him, {9} knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead, dies no more. Death no longer has dominion over Him.

(Hebrews 10:10 NKJV)  By that will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

(Hebrews 10:14 NKJV)  For by one offering He has perfected forever those who are being sanctified.

(Galatians 2:20 NKJV)  "I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.

The Christian’s salvation is guaranteed by the resurrection of Christ; our inheritance cannot be destroyed; our salvation is kept by the power of God—not by our own strength.

(1 Peter 1:3-5 NKJV)  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His abundant mercy has begotten us again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, {4} to an inheritance incorruptible and undefiled and that does not fade away, reserved in heaven for you, {5} who are kept by the power of God through faith for salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.

It is God who completes the work He began.

(Philippians 1:6 NKJV)  “being confident of this very thing, that He who has begun a good work in you will complete it until the day of Jesus Christ”

(Hebrews 12:2 NKJV)  “looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.”

(Romans 8:29-31 NKJV)  “For whom He foreknew, He also predestined to be conformed to the image of His Son, that He might be the firstborn among many brethren. {30} Moreover whom He predestined, these He also called; whom He called, these He also justified; and whom He justified, these He also glorified. {31} What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us?”

(2 Timothy 4:18 NKJV)  And the Lord will deliver me from every evil work and preserve me for His heavenly kingdom. To Him be glory forever and ever. Amen!

We are not under the law—but under grace.  Therefore, how can we be condemned for having violated the Law?  God would have to put us back under the system of the Law.

(Romans 6:14 NKJV)  For sin shall not have dominion over you, for you are not under law but under grace.

(Romans 11:5-6 NKJV)  Even so then, at this present time there is a remnant according to the election of grace. {6} And if by grace, then it is no longer of works; otherwise grace is no longer grace. But if it is of works, it is no longer grace; otherwise work is no longer work.

God’s love for His people is eternal and unchanging.  If He loved us when we were sinners, with no righteousness of our own, why would His love cease now that we have been made righteous, and brought to a place of peace with Him?

(Romans 5:8-10 NKJV)  But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. {9} Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be saved from wrath through Him. {10} For if when we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.

(Jeremiah 31:3 NKJV)  The LORD has appeared of old to me, saying: "Yes, I have loved you with an everlasting love; Therefore with lovingkindness I have drawn you.

The gifts of God are unable to be improved upon, they are unending, and He does not take them away. 

(Romans 8:32 NKJV)  He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things?

(Ephesians 1:3 NKJV)  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ,

(Romans 11:29 NKJV)  For the gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable.

The Christian no longer is dead in sins but has everlasting life.
(John 6:47 NKJV)  "Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me has everlasting life.

(John 10:28-29 NKJV)  "And I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; neither shall anyone snatch them out of My hand. {29} "My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; and no one is able to snatch them out of My Father's hand.”

(John 5:24 NKJV)  "Most assuredly, I say to you, he who hears My word and believes in Him who sent Me has everlasting life, and shall not come into judgment, but has passed from death into life.

(John 6:51 NKJV)  "I am the living bread which came down from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, he will live forever; and the bread that I shall give is My flesh, which I shall give for the life of the world."

(John 4:14 NKJV)  "but whoever drinks of the water that I shall give him will never thirst. But the water that I shall give him will become in him a fountain of water springing up into everlasting life."

There is nothing that could ever separate the Christian from the love of God.

(Romans 8:33-39 NKJV)  “Who shall bring a charge against God's elect? It is God who justifies. {34} Who is he who condemns? It is Christ who died, and furthermore is also risen, who is even at the right hand of God, who also makes intercession for us. {35} Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? {36} As it is written: "For Your sake we are killed all day long; We are accounted as sheep for the slaughter." {37} Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us. {38} For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, {39} nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.”

If Paul did not believe in the perseverance of the saints, wouldn’t he desire to die as soon as possible while he was still in good standing with God?
(Philippians 1:21-24 NKJV)  For to me, to live is Christ, and to die is gain. {22} But if I live on in the flesh, this will mean fruit from my labor; yet what I shall choose I cannot tell. {23} For I am hard pressed between the two, having a desire to depart and be with Christ, which is far better. {24} Nevertheless to remain in the flesh is more needful for you.

Christ is the Good Shepherd, He will leave the ninety-nine to go after the one that went astray.

(Matthew 18:12-14 NKJV)  "What do you think? If a man has a hundred sheep, and one of them goes astray, does he not leave the ninety-nine and go to the mountains to seek the one that is straying? {13} "And if he should find it, assuredly, I say to you, he rejoices more over that sheep than over the ninety-nine that did not go astray. {14} "Even so it is not the will of your Father who is in heaven that one of these little ones should perish.

The true believer cannot live in habitual, unrepentant, and continual sin.

(1 John 3:9 NKJV)  Whoever has been born of God does not sin, for His seed remains in him; and he cannot sin, because he has been born of God.

God’s model for church discipline confirms that a true believer will repent.

(Matthew 18:15-17 NKJV)  "Moreover if your brother sins against you, go and tell him his fault between you and him alone. If he hears you, you have gained your brother. {16} "But if he will not hear, take with you one or two more, that 'by the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established.' {17} "And if he refuses to hear them, tell it to the church. But if he refuses even to hear the church, let him be to you like a heathen and a tax collector.

What about people who do seem to fall away permanently? 

(1 John 2:19 NKJV)  “They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, they would have continued with us; but they went out that they might be made manifest, that none of them were of us.”

(Matthew 7:22-23 NKJV)  "Many will say to Me in that day, 'Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in Your name, cast out demons in Your name, and done many wonders in Your name?' {23} "And then I will declare to them, 'I never knew you; depart from Me, you who practice lawlessness!'

(2 Timothy 2:18-19 NKJV)  “who have strayed concerning the truth, saying that the resurrection is already past; and they overthrow the faith of some. {19} Nevertheless the solid foundation of God stands, having this seal: "The Lord knows those who are His," and, "Let everyone who names the name of Christ depart from iniquity."
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
