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He has Great Thoughts towards God

(Psalms 145:1-7 NKJV)  I will extol You, my God, O King; And I will bless Your name forever and ever. {2} Every day I will bless You, And I will praise Your name forever and ever. {3} Great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised; And His greatness is unsearchable. {4} One generation shall praise Your works to another, And shall declare Your mighty acts. {5} I will meditate on the glorious splendor of Your majesty, And on Your wondrous works. {6} Men shall speak of the might of Your awesome acts, And I will declare Your greatness. {7} They shall utter the memory of Your great goodness, And shall sing of Your righteousness.
He Worships God Wholeheartedly
(Psalms 9:1-2 NKJV)  I will praise You, O LORD, with my whole heart; I will tell of all Your marvelous works. {2} I will be glad and rejoice in You; I will sing praise to Your name, O Most High.
(Psalms 63:3 NKJV)  Because Your lovingkindness is better than life, My lips shall praise You.
He Gives All Glory to the Lord
(Psalms 16:2 NKJV)  O my soul, you have said to the LORD, "You are my Lord, My goodness is nothing apart from You."
(Psalms 29:1-2 NKJV)  Give unto the LORD, O you mighty ones, Give unto the LORD glory and strength. {2} Give unto the LORD the glory due to His name; Worship the LORD in the beauty of holiness.
He is a God-Centered Man
(Psalms 16:8 NKJV)  I have set the LORD always before me; Because He is at my right hand I shall not be moved.
(Psalms 63:8 NKJV)  My soul follows close behind You; Your right hand upholds me.
He Finds His Joy in Christ
(Psalms 16:11 NKJV)  You will show me the path of life; In Your presence is fullness of joy; At Your right hand are pleasures forevermore.
(Psalms 35:9 NKJV)  And my soul shall be joyful in the LORD; It shall rejoice in His salvation.
He Recognizes and Worships the Sovereign Power of God

(Psalms 33:10-12 NKJV)  The LORD brings the counsel of the nations to nothing; He makes the plans of the peoples of no effect. {11} The counsel of the LORD stands forever, The plans of His heart to all generations. {12} Blessed is the nation whose God is the LORD, The people He has chosen as His own inheritance.

(Psalms 21:13 NKJV)  Be exalted, O LORD, in Your own strength! We will sing and praise Your power.

He Rests in the Power of God
(Psalms 18:1-3 NKJV)  I will love You, O LORD, my strength. {2} The LORD is my rock and my fortress and my deliverer; My God, my strength, in whom I will trust; My shield and the horn of my salvation, my stronghold. {3} I will call upon the LORD, who is worthy to be praised; So shall I be saved from my enemies.
He Feeds on the Faithfulness of God
(Psalms 37:3-5 NKJV)  Trust in the LORD, and do good; Dwell in the land, and feed on His faithfulness. {4} Delight yourself also in the LORD, And He shall give you the desires of your heart. {5} Commit your way to the LORD, Trust also in Him, And He shall bring it to pass.

He Accurately Recognizes His Sin and Depravity
(Psalms 51:2-4 NKJV)  Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity, And cleanse me from my sin. {3} For I acknowledge my transgressions, And my sin is always before me. {4} Against You, You only, have I sinned, And done this evil in Your sight; That You may be found just when You speak, And blameless when You judge.
He Understands and Rests in the Grace of God 

(Psalms 25:11 NKJV)  For Your name's sake, O LORD, Pardon my iniquity, for it is great.

(Psalms 32:1-2 NKJV)  Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, Whose sin is covered. {2} Blessed is the man to whom the LORD does not impute iniquity, And in whose spirit there is no deceit.
His Salvation Belongs to the Lord
(Psalms 18:46 NKJV)  The LORD lives! Blessed be my Rock! Let the God of my salvation be exalted.

(Psalms 27:1 NKJV)  The LORD is my light and my salvation; Whom shall I fear? The LORD is the strength of my life; Of whom shall I be afraid?

He Seeks God for Guidance and Depends Upon God for Everything
(Psalms 25:4-5 NKJV)  Show me Your ways, O LORD; Teach me Your paths. {5} Lead me in Your truth and teach me, For You are the God of my salvation; On You I wait all the day.

He Treasures God’s Word
(Psalms 19:7-10 NKJV)  The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul; The testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple; {8} The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart; The commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes; {9} The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring forever; The judgments of the LORD are true and righteous altogether. {10} More to be desired are they than gold, Yea, than much fine gold; Sweeter also than honey and the honeycomb.

He Desires to Glorify God with every Thought and Word
(Psalms 19:14 NKJV)  Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart Be acceptable in Your sight, O LORD, my strength and my Redeemer.

His Confidence is Found in the Lord Alone
(Psalms 20:7 NKJV)  Some trust in chariots, and some in horses; But we will remember the name of the LORD our God.
(Psalms 33:14-18 NKJV)  From the place of His dwelling He looks On all the inhabitants of the earth; {15} He fashions their hearts individually; He considers all their works. {16} No king is saved by the multitude of an army; A mighty man is not delivered by great strength. {17} A horse is a vain hope for safety; Neither shall it deliver any by its great strength. {18} Behold, the eye of the LORD is on those who fear Him, On those who hope in His mercy,
He is Single-Minded
(Psalms 27:4 NKJV)  One thing I have desired of the LORD, That will I seek: That I may dwell in the house of the LORD All the days of my life, To behold the beauty of the LORD, And to inquire in His temple.

He Desires and Thirsts for God
(Psalms 63:1 NKJV)  O God, You are my God; Early will I seek You; My soul thirsts for You; My flesh longs for You In a dry and thirsty land Where there is no water.

BIBLICAL MANHOOD MEANS THAT WE RECOGNIZE OUR PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITY BEFORE GOD
(Gen 3:9 NKJV)  Then the LORD God called to Adam and said to him, "Where are you?"
BIBLICAL MEN LEAD THEIR FAMILY

(Josh 24:15 NKJV)  "…But as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD."

GODLY MEN ARE SERVANT LEADERS

(Luke 22:26-27 NKJV)  "But not so among you; on the contrary, he who is greatest among you, let him be as the younger, and he who governs as he who serves. {27} "For who is greater, he who sits at the table, or he who serves? Is it not he who sits at the table? Yet I am among you as the One who serves.

(John 13:12-15 NKJV)  So when He had washed their feet, taken His garments, and sat down again, He said to them, "Do you know what I have done to you? {13} "You call me Teacher and Lord, and you say well, for so I am. {14} "If I then, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another's feet. {15} "For I have given you an example, that you should do as I have done to you.

BIBLICAL MEN ARE NOT HARSH TOWARDS THEIR WIVES

(Col 3:19 NIV)  Husbands, love your wives and do not be harsh with them.

BIBLICAL MEN HONOR THEIR WIVES

(1 Pet 3:7 NKJV)  Husbands, likewise, dwell with them with understanding, giving honor to the wife, as to the weaker vessel, and as being heirs together of the grace of life, that your prayers may not be hindered.

BIBILICAL MANHOOD MEANS LOVING YOUR WIFE 

(Eph 5:25-28 NKJV)  Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, {26} that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, {27} that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish. {28} So husbands ought to love their own wives as their own bodies; he who loves his wife loves himself.

BIBLICAL MANHOOD MEANS LIVING BY THE GOLDEN RULE

(Mat 7:12 NKJV)  "Therefore, whatever you want men to do to you, do also to them, for this is the Law and the Prophets.

(Eph 5:28-29 NKJV)  So husbands ought to love their own wives as their own bodies; he who loves his wife loves himself. {29} For no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as the Lord does the church.
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
