The Sin of Abram
He didn’t trust God/He asked his wife to lie

· (Gen 12:10 NKJV)  Now there was a famine in the land, and Abram went down to Egypt to dwell there, for the famine was severe in the land.

· (Gen 12:12-13 NKJV)  "Therefore it will happen, when the Egyptians see you, that they will say, 'This is his wife'; and they will kill me, but they will let you live. {13} "Please say you are my sister, that it may be well with me for your sake, and that I may live because of you."

The Sin of Lot
Materialism/A love for the things of the world/Self-confidence:

· (Gen 13:10 NKJV)  And Lot lifted his eyes and saw all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered everywhere (before the LORD destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah) like the garden of the LORD, like the land of Egypt as you go toward Zoar.
· (Gen 13:12 NKJV)  Abram dwelt in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelt in the cities of the plain and pitched his tent even as far as Sodom.
· (Gen 14:12 NKJV)  They also took Lot, Abram's brother's son who dwelt in Sodom, and his goods, and departed.
· (Gen 19:1)  Now the two angels came to Sodom in the evening, and Lot was sitting in the gate of Sodom…
We all sin

· (1 John 1:8 NKJV)  If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.

· (1 John 1:10 NKJV)  If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar, and His word is not in us.

How are we to view sin?

· (Rom 12:9 NKJV)  “…Abhor what is evil. Cling to what is good.”

· (Psa 101:3 NKJV)  I will set nothing wicked before my eyes; I hate the work of those who fall away; It shall not cling to me.

· (Psa 119:104 NKJV)  Through Your precepts I get understanding; Therefore I hate every false way.

How do we respond to sin?

· (1 Cor 6:18 NKJV)  Flee sexual immorality…

· (1 Cor 10:14 NKJV)  Therefore, my beloved, flee from idolatry.

· (1 Tim 6:10-11 NKJV)  For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil, for which some have strayed from the faith in their greediness, and pierced themselves through with many sorrows. {11} But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, gentleness.

· (2 Tim 2:22 NKJV)  Flee also youthful lusts; but pursue righteousness, faith, love, peace with those who call on the Lord out of a pure heart.

What are the results of sin for the Christian?
· (1 John 2:1 NKJV)  My little children, these things I write to you, so that you may not sin. And if anyone sins, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous.

· (1 Pet 2:24 NKJV)  who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness; by whose stripes you were healed.

How do we fight sin to the glory of God?

· (Heb 13:20-21 NKJV)  Now may the God of peace who brought up our Lord Jesus from the dead, that great Shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant, {21} make you complete in every good work to do His will, working in you what is well pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen.

·  (Eph 3:20-21 NKJV)  Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us, {21} to Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and ever. Amen.

· (1 Th 5:16-24 NKJV)  Rejoice always, {17} pray without ceasing, {18} in everything give thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you. {19} Do not quench the Spirit. {20} Do not despise prophecies. {21} Test all things; hold fast what is good. {22} Abstain from every form of evil. {23} Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. {24} He who calls you is faithful, who also will do it.

What We Are In Christ
(Rom 5:1 NKJV)  Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ,

(Rom 5:5 NKJV)  Now hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has been poured out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit who was given to us.

(Rom 5:9 NKJV) Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be saved from wrath through Him.

(Rom 5:10 NKJV)  For if when we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.

(Rom 5:11 NKJV)  And not only that, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received the reconciliation.

(Rom 5:18 NKJV)  Therefore, as through one man's offense judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so through one Man's righteous act the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life.

(Rom 6:2 NKJV)  Certainly not! How shall we who died to sin live any longer in it?

(Rom 6:3 NKJV)  Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?

(Rom 6:4 NKJV)  Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

(Rom 6:5 NKJV)  For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection,

(Rom 6:6-7 NKJV)  knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin. {7} For he who has died has been freed from sin.

(Rom 6:11 NKJV)  Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

(Rom 6:12-14 NKJV)  Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts. {13} And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin, but present yourselves to God as being alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness to God. {14} For sin shall not have dominion over you, for you are not under law but under grace.

(Rom 6:17-18 NKJV)  But God be thanked that though you were slaves of sin, yet you obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine to which you were delivered. {18} And having been set free from sin, you became slaves of righteousness.

(Rom 6:22 NKJV)  But now having been set free from sin, and having become slaves of God, you have your fruit to holiness, and the end, everlasting life.

(Rom 8:1 NKJV)  There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus, who do not walk according to the flesh, but according to the Spirit.

(Rom 8:29-30 NKJV)  For whom He foreknew, He also predestined to be conformed to the image of His Son, that He might be the firstborn among many brethren. {30} Moreover whom He predestined, these He also called; whom He called, these He also justified; and whom He justified, these He also glorified.

(Rom 8:38-39 NKJV)  For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, {39} nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.
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
