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Christ to Be Human—Born of a Woman

Prophecy

(Gen 3:15 NKJV)  And I will put enmity Between you and the woman, And between your seed and her Seed; He shall bruise your head, And you shall bruise His heel."

Fulfillment

(Gal 4:4-5 NKJV)  But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the law, {5} to redeem those who were under the law, that we might receive the adoption as sons.

Christ to Be God—Incarnate

Prophecy

(Isa 9:6 NKJV)  For unto us a Child is born, Unto us a Son is given; And the government will be upon His shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.

Fulfillment

(Mat 1:23 NKJV)  "Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel," which is translated, "God with us."

(John 1:1 NKJV)  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.

(John 1:14 NKJV)  And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.

Christ—A Descendant of Abraham

Prophecy

(Gen 12:3 NKJV)  I will bless those who bless you, And I will curse him who curses you; And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed."

Fulfillment

(Gal 3:8 NKJV)  And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel to Abraham beforehand, saying, "In you all the nations shall be blessed."

(Gal 3:16 NKJV)  Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises made. He does not say, "And to seeds," as of many, but as of one, "And to your Seed," who is Christ.

Christ to Be Born of a Virgin
Prophecy

(Isa 7:14 NKJV)  "Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a Son, and shall call His name Immanuel.

Fulfillment

(Mat 1:22-25 NKJV)  So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying: {23} "Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel," which is translated, "God with us." {24} Then Joseph, being aroused from sleep, did as the angel of the Lord commanded him and took to him his wife, {25} and did not know her till she had brought forth her firstborn Son. And he called His name JESUS.

Christ—Born in Bethlehem

Prophecy

(Micah 5:2 NKJV)  "But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, Though you are little among the thousands of Judah, Yet out of you shall come forth to Me The One to be Ruler in Israel, Whose goings forth are from of old, From everlasting."

Fulfillment

(Luke 2:4-7 NKJV)  Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into Judea, to the city of David, which is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and lineage of David, {5} to be registered with Mary, his betrothed wife, who was with child. {6} So it was, that while they were there, the days were completed for her to be delivered. {7} And she brought forth her firstborn Son, and wrapped Him in swaddling cloths, and laid Him in a manger, because there was no room for them in the inn.

Christ Would Minister in Galilee
Prophecy

(Isa 9:1-2 NKJV)  Nevertheless the gloom will not be upon her who is distressed, As when at first He lightly esteemed The land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, And afterward more heavily oppressed her, By the way of the sea, beyond the Jordan, In Galilee of the Gentiles. {2} The people who walked in darkness Have seen a great light; Those who dwelt in the land of the shadow of death, Upon them a light has shined.

Fulfillment

(Mat 4:12-16 NKJV)  Now when Jesus heard that John had been put in prison, He departed to Galilee. {13} And leaving Nazareth, He came and dwelt in Capernaum, which is by the sea, in the regions of Zebulun and Naphtali, {14} that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: {15} "The land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, By the way of the sea, beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles: {16} The people who sat in darkness have seen a great light, And upon those who sat in the region and shadow of death Light has dawned."

Christ Would Work All Kinds of Miracles

Prophecy

(Isa 35:5-6 NKJV)  Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, And the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped. {6} Then the lame shall leap like a deer, And the tongue of the dumb sing. For waters shall burst forth in the wilderness, And streams in the desert.

Fulfillment

(Mat 11:4-6 NKJV)  Jesus answered and said to them, "Go and tell John the things which you hear and see: {5} "The blind see and the lame walk; the lepers are cleansed and the deaf hear; the dead are raised up and the poor have the gospel preached to them. {6} "And blessed is he who is not offended because of Me."

(John 20:30-31 NKJV)  And truly Jesus did many other signs in the presence of His disciples, which are not written in this book; {31} but these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing you may have life in His name.
Christ Would Heal Sicknesses and Infirmities

Prophecy

(Isa 53:4 NKJV)  Surely He has borne our griefs And carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed Him stricken, Smitten by God, and afflicted.

Fulfillment

(Mat 4:23-24 NKJV)  And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all kinds of sickness and all kinds of disease among the people. {24} Then His fame went throughout all Syria; and they brought to Him all sick people who were afflicted with various diseases and torments, and those who were demon-possessed, epileptics, and paralytics; and He healed them.

Christ to Enter Jerusalem Riding on a Colt, the Foal of a Donkey

Prophecy

(Zec 9:9 NKJV)  "Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout, O daughter of Jerusalem! Behold, your King is coming to you; He is just and having salvation, Lowly and riding on a donkey, A colt, the foal of a donkey.

Fulfillment

(Mat 21:4-10 NKJV)  All this was done that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying: {5} "Tell the daughter of Zion, 'Behold, your King is coming to you, Lowly, and sitting on a donkey, A colt, the foal of a donkey.'" {6} So the disciples went and did as Jesus commanded them. {7} They brought the donkey and the colt, laid their clothes on them, and set Him on them. {8} And a very great multitude spread their clothes on the road; others cut down branches from the trees and spread them on the road. {9} Then the multitudes who went before and those who followed cried out, saying: "Hosanna to the Son of David! 'Blessed is He who comes in the name of the LORD!' Hosanna in the highest!" {10} And when He had come into Jerusalem, all the city was moved, saying, "Who is this?"

The People and Rulers Would Conspire Against Christ
Prophecy

(Psa 2:1-2 NKJV)  “Why do the nations rage, And the people plot a vain thing? {2} The kings of the earth set themselves, And the rulers take counsel together, Against the LORD and against His Anointed…”

Fulfillment

(Mat 12:14 NKJV)  Then the Pharisees went out and plotted against Him, how they might destroy Him.

Christ Would Be Betrayed by a Friend

Prophecy

(Psa 41:9 NKJV)  Even my own familiar friend in whom I trusted, Who ate my bread, Has lifted up his heel against me.

(Psa 55:12-14 NKJV)  For it is not an enemy who reproaches me; Then I could bear it. Nor is it one who hates me who has exalted himself against me; Then I could hide from him. {13} But it was you, a man my equal, My companion and my acquaintance. {14} We took sweet counsel together, And walked to the house of God in the throng.

Fulfillment

(Mat 26:48-50 NKJV)  Now His betrayer had given them a sign, saying, "Whomever I kiss, He is the One; seize Him." {49} Immediately he went up to Jesus and said, "Greetings, Rabbi!" and kissed Him. {50} But Jesus said to him, "Friend, why have you come?" Then they came and laid hands on Jesus and took Him.

(John 13:18 NKJV)  "I do not speak concerning all of you. I know whom I have chosen; but that the Scripture may be fulfilled, 'He who eats bread with Me has lifted up his heel against Me.'

Christ Would Be Betrayed for Thirty Pieces of Silver
Prophecy

(Zec 11:12 NKJV)  Then I said to them, "If it is agreeable to you, give me my wages; and if not, refrain." So they weighed out for my wages thirty pieces of silver.

Fulfillment

(Mat 26:14-16 NKJV)  Then one of the twelve, called Judas Iscariot, went to the chief priests {15} and said, "What are you willing to give me if I deliver Him to you?" And they counted out to him thirty pieces of silver. {16} So from that time he sought opportunity to betray Him.

The Thirty Pieces of Silver Would Buy a Potter’s Field

Prophecy

(Zec 11:13 NKJV)  And the LORD said to me, "Throw it to the potter"; that princely price they set on me. So I took the thirty pieces of silver and threw them into the house of the LORD for the potter.

Fulfillment

(Mat 27:3-10 NKJV)  Then Judas, His betrayer, seeing that He had been condemned, was remorseful and brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and elders, {4} saying, "I have sinned by betraying innocent blood." And they said, "What is that to us? You see to it!" {5} Then he threw down the pieces of silver in the temple and departed, and went and hanged himself. {6} But the chief priests took the silver pieces and said, "It is not lawful to put them into the treasury, because they are the price of blood." {7} And they consulted together and bought with them the potter's field, to bury strangers in. {8} Therefore that field has been called the Field of Blood to this day. {9} Then was fulfilled what was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet, saying, "And they took the thirty pieces of silver, the value of Him who was priced, whom they of the children of Israel priced, {10} "and gave them for the potter's field, as the LORD directed me."

Christ Would Be Silent before His Accusers

Prophecy

(Isa 53:7 NKJV)  He was oppressed and He was afflicted, Yet He opened not His mouth; He was led as a lamb to the slaughter, And as a sheep before its shearers is silent, So He opened not His mouth.

Fulfillment

(Mat 27:12-14 NKJV)  And while He was being accused by the chief priests and elders, He answered nothing. {13} Then Pilate said to Him, "Do You not hear how many things they testify against You?" {14} But He answered him not one word, so that the governor marveled greatly.

Christ Would Be Spit Upon and Hit in the Face
Prophecy

(Isa 50:6 NKJV)  I gave My back to those who struck Me, And My cheeks to those who plucked out the beard; I did not hide My face from shame and spitting.

(Micah 5:1 NKJV)  Now gather yourself in troops, O daughter of troops; He has laid siege against us; They will strike the judge of Israel with a rod on the cheek.

Fulfillment

(Mat 27:30 NKJV)  Then they spat on Him, and took the reed and struck Him on the head.

Christ Would Be Crucified
Prophecy

(Psa 22:16-17 NKJV)  For dogs have surrounded Me; The congregation of the wicked has enclosed Me. They pierced My hands and My feet; {17} I can count all My bones. They look and stare at Me.

Fulfillment

(Mat 26:2 NKJV)  "You know that after two days is the Passover, and the Son of Man will be delivered up to be crucified."

Christ Would Be Given Gall and Vinegar

Prophecy

(Psa 69:21 NKJV)  They also gave me gall for my food, And for my thirst they gave me vinegar to drink.

Fulfillment

(Mat 27:34 NKJV)  they gave Him sour wine mingled with gall to drink. But when He had tasted it, He would not drink.

(Mat 27:48 NKJV)  Immediately one of them ran and took a sponge, filled it with sour wine and put it on a reed, and offered it to Him to drink.

The People Would Cast Lots for Christ’s Garments
Prophecy

(Psa 22:18 NKJV)  They divide My garments among them, And for My clothing they cast lots.

Fulfillment

(Mat 27:35 NKJV)  Then they crucified Him, and divided His garments, casting lots, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet: "They divided My garments among them, And for My clothing they cast lots."

Christ Would Be Mocked

Prophecy

(Psa 22:7-8 NKJV)  All those who see Me ridicule Me; They shoot out the lip, they shake the head, saying, {8} "He trusted in the LORD, let Him rescue Him; Let Him deliver Him, since He delights in Him!"

(Psa 22:12-13 NKJV)  Many bulls have surrounded Me; Strong bulls of Bashan have encircled Me. {13} They gape at Me with their mouths, Like a raging and roaring lion.

Fulfillment

(Mat 27:39-44 NKJV)  And those who passed by blasphemed Him, wagging their heads {40} and saying, "You who destroy the temple and build it in three days, save Yourself! If You are the Son of God, come down from the cross." {41} Likewise the chief priests also, mocking with the scribes and elders, said, {42} "He saved others; Himself He cannot save. If He is the King of Israel, let Him now come down from the cross, and we will believe Him. {43} "He trusted in God; let Him deliver Him now if He will have Him; for He said, 'I am the Son of God.'" {44} Even the robbers who were crucified with Him reviled Him with the same thing.

Christ Would Die with Criminals

Prophecy

(Isa 53:12 NKJV)  Therefore I will divide Him a portion with the great, And He shall divide the spoil with the strong, Because He poured out His soul unto death, And He was numbered with the transgressors, And He bore the sin of many, And made intercession for the transgressors.

Fulfillment

(Mat 27:38 NKJV)  Then two robbers were crucified with Him, one on the right and another on the left.

Christ’s Bones Would not Be Broken
Prophecy

(Psa 34:20 NKJV)  He guards all his bones; Not one of them is broken.

Fulfillment

(John 19:32-33 NKJV)  Then the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and of the other who was crucified with Him. {33} But when they came to Jesus and saw that He was already dead, they did not break His legs.

(John 19:36 NKJV)  For these things were done that the Scripture should be fulfilled, "Not one of His bones shall be broken."

Christ’s Side Would Be Pierced

Prophecy

(Zec 12:10 NKJV)  "And I will pour on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and supplication; then they will look on Me whom they pierced. Yes, they will mourn for Him as one mourns for his only son, and grieve for Him as one grieves for a firstborn.

Fulfillment

(John 19:34 NKJV)  But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and immediately blood and water came out.

(John 19:37 NKJV)  And again another Scripture says, "They shall look on Him whom they pierced."

Christ Would Be Buried with the Rich

Prophecy

(Isa 53:9 NKJV)  And they made His grave with the wicked; But with the rich at His death, Because He had done no violence, Nor was any deceit in His mouth.

Fulfillment

(Mat 27:57-60 NKJV)  Now when evening had come, there came a rich man from Arimathea, named Joseph, who himself had also become a disciple of Jesus. {58} This man went to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus. Then Pilate commanded the body to be given to him. {59} When Joseph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, {60} and laid it in his new tomb which he had hewn out of the rock; and he rolled a large stone against the door of the tomb, and departed.
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
