	Self-Existence
	*God is from Everlasting to Everlasting
*God has always existed
*God alone is Eternal

*God is the uncaused Cause
*God is not self-created, He has always existed—He is self-existent.
	(Exodus 3:14 NKJV)  And God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM”…
(Psalm 90:2 NKJV)  Before the mountains were brought forth, Or ever You had formed the earth and the world, Even from everlasting to everlasting, You are God.
(Revelation 1:8 NKJV)  "I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End," says the Lord, "who is and who was and who is to come, the Almighty."

(John 1:1-3 NKJV)  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. {2} He was in the beginning with God. {3} All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made.

	Immutable (Unchanging)
	*The perfection of who God is today is the same as in eternity past and who He will be for all eternity.
*“He cannot change for the better, for He is already perfect; and being perfect, He cannot change for the worse” (Arthur Pink).
*Being Sovereign in all His decrees and knowing all things, He cannot be affected by anything outside Himself.
*God will forever exist in all His holy perfections which is a great comfort to His people.
	(Malachi 3:6 NKJV)  "For I am the LORD, I do not change…”
(James 1:17 NKJV)  Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and comes down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shadow of turning.

(Deuteronomy 32:4 NKJV)  He is the Rock, His work is perfect; For all His ways are justice, A God of truth and without injustice; Righteous and upright is He.

(Psalms 33:11-12 NKJV)  The counsel of the LORD stands forever, The plans of His heart to all generations. {12} Blessed is the nation whose God is the LORD, The people He has chosen as His own inheritance.

(Isaiah 54:10 NKJV)  For the mountains shall depart And the hills be removed, But My kindness shall not depart from you, Nor shall My covenant of peace be removed," Says the LORD, who has mercy on you.

	Holy
	*All that is pure, morally right, just, good, and excellent is found in God.
*The cross is the greatest display of God’s infinite holiness and His hatred of sin.
*God’s holiness ought to create humility in His people and cause us to worship with reverence and awe.

	(Revelation 15:4 NKJV)  Who shall not fear You, O Lord, and glorify Your name? For You alone are holy. For all nations shall come and worship before You, For Your judgments have been manifested."

(1 John 1:5 NKJV)  This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no darkness at all.

(Psalms 30:4 NKJV)  Sing praise to the LORD, You saints of His, And give thanks at the remembrance of His holy name.

(Psalms 99:3 NKJV)  Let them praise Your great and awesome name; He is holy.

(Psalms 99:5 NKJV)  Exalt the LORD our God, And worship at His footstool; He is holy.
(1 Samuel 2:2 NKJV)  "No one is holy like the LORD, For there is none besides You, Nor is there any rock like our God.

(Exodus 3:1-6); (Isaiah 6:1-13); (Revelation 4:1-11)

	All-Powerful
	*God’s omnipotence enables Him to always bring to pass whatever it is that pleases Him

*There is nothing in this universe that can thwart God’s plans.
*The most powerful of men or angels have no power unless God delegates their power.
*When God judges the earth—there is none who could resist Him.
*There is no prayer too difficult for God to answer.

*There is nothing so powerful as to separate us from His love.

*There is no temptation so great that He cannot deliver us.
	(Daniel 4:35 NKJV)  All the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing; He does according to His will in the army of heaven And among the inhabitants of the earth. No one can restrain His hand Or say to Him, "What have You done?"

(Revelation 19:6 NKJV)  And I heard, as it were, the voice of a great multitude, as the sound of many waters and as the sound of mighty thunderings, saying, "Alleluia! For the Lord God Omnipotent reigns!

(Psalms 62:11 NKJV)  God has spoken once, Twice I have heard this: That power belongs to God.

(Psalms 27:1 NKJV)  The LORD is my light and my salvation; Whom shall I fear? The LORD is the strength of my life; Of whom shall I be afraid?
(Psalms 115:3 NKJV)  But our God is in heaven; He does whatever He pleases.

(Ephesians 1:11 NKJV)  In Him also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestined according to the purpose of Him who works all things according to the counsel of His will,

	All-Knowing
	*God knows all things, He understands all things, there is nothing hidden from His knowledge.

*God never gains new information.

*There is never anything that takes God by surprise.

*God does not need to access information in His memory—all knowledge is always before Him.

*The past, present and future are not only all together known by God—but also all together controlled by God.
	(Psalms 147:5 NKJV)  Great is our Lord, and mighty in power; His understanding is infinite.

(Ezekiel 11:5 NKJV)  Then the Spirit of the LORD fell upon me, and said to me, "Speak! 'Thus says the LORD: "Thus you have said, O house of Israel; for I know the things that come into your mind.

(Acts 15:18 NKJV)  "Known to God from eternity are all His works.

(Romans 11:33-34 NKJV)  Oh, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! How unsearchable are His judgments and His ways past finding out! {34} "For who has known the mind of the LORD? Or who has become His counselor?"

(Hebrews 4:13 NKJV)  And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things are naked and open to the eyes of Him to whom we must give account.

	All-Present
	*God is fully present at all places at all times—the “immensity” of God.
*There is no place where anybody can hide from His presence or be outside of His Fatherly protection.
*Since God is Spirit—He has no physical properties to occupy space—but His Spirit is always in our immediate presence.
*God’s omnipresence gives the believer great peace and comfort—but ought to be a fearful attribute for the unbeliever.
	(1 Kings 8:27 NKJV)  "But will God indeed dwell on the earth? Behold, heaven and the heaven of heavens cannot contain You. How much less this temple which I have built!

(Job 11:7-9 NKJV)  "Can you search out the deep things of God? Can you find out the limits of the Almighty? {8} They are higher than heaven; what can you do? Deeper than Sheol; what can you know? {9} Their measure is longer than the earth And broader than the sea.

(Jeremiah 23:23-24 NKJV)  "Am I a God near at hand," says the LORD, "And not a God afar off? {24} Can anyone hide himself in secret places, So I shall not see him?" says the LORD; "Do I not fill heaven and earth?" says the LORD.


	Faithful

	*God is a covenant keeper.
*God never forgets His promises; He never fails to keep His covenants; He never lies; His faithfulness is not dependent upon anything apart from His own perfect nature.
*God can be trusted with absolute assurance.
	(Deuteronomy 7:9 NKJV)  "Therefore know that the LORD your God, He is God, the faithful God who keeps covenant and mercy for a thousand generations with those who love Him and keep His commandments;

(2 Timothy 2:13 NKJV)  If we are faithless, He remains faithful; He cannot deny Himself.

(Lamentations 3:22-23 NKJV)  Through the Lord's mercies we are not consumed, Because His compassions fail not. {23} They are new every morning; Great is Your faithfulness.

	Good
	*God is the ultimate standard for goodness and is the source of all goodness.
*God is infinitely good—His goodness cannot increase or decrease because He is unchanging.
*God’s goodness transcends all things and for His children He works all things together for good. 
*All that God decrees and providentially works out is always in accordance with His goodness and towards His glory.
*The goodness of God should cause our hearts to delight and trust Him entirely.
	(Psalms 107:8-9 NKJV)  Oh, that men would give thanks to the LORD for His goodness, And for His wonderful works to the children of men! {9} For He satisfies the longing soul, And fills the hungry soul with goodness.

(Psalms 119:68 NKJV)  You are good, and do good; Teach me Your statutes.
(Exodus 34:6)  And the LORD passed before him and proclaimed, "The LORD, the LORD God, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and abounding in goodness and truth
(Psalms 100 NKJV)  Make a joyful shout to the LORD, all you lands! {2} Serve the LORD with gladness; Come before His presence with singing. {3} Know that the LORD, He is God; It is He who has made us, and not we ourselves; We are His people and the sheep of His pasture. {4} Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, And into His courts with praise. Be thankful to Him, and bless His name. {5} For the LORD is good; His mercy is everlasting, And His truth endures to all generations.

	Loving
	*God’s love is infinite and everlasting.

*God’s love cannot be improved upon.

*God’s redeeming love for His people is not based on lovable qualities within His people—but rather unconditional, uninfluenced and freely given.
*The greatness of God’s love is found in the cross.

*Since the foundation of God’s love is in His sovereign power—there is nothing that can separate His people from His love.


	(Jeremiah 31:3 NKJV)  The LORD has appeared of old to me, saying: "Yes, I have loved you with an everlasting love; Therefore with lovingkindness I have drawn you.

(Deuteronomy 7:7-8 NKJV)  "The LORD did not set His love on you nor choose you because you were more in number than any other people, for you were the least of all peoples; {8} "but because the LORD loves you…”

(1 John 4:7-8 NKJV)  Beloved, let us love one another, for love is of God; and everyone who loves is born of God and knows God. {8} He who does not love does not know God, for God is love.

(1 John 4:19 NKJV)  We love Him because He first loved us.

(John 3:16 NKJV)  "For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.

(Romans 8:38-39 NKJV)  For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, {39} nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

	Merciful
	*God’s mercy can be poured upon us because God’s justice was poured upon Christ on the cross.
*The Christian will never experience the wrath to come—because God is rich in mercy—and by God’s mercy He saved us.
*God is not obligated to pour mercy on anybody—God has mercy on whomever He will have mercy.
	(Psalms 136:1 NKJV)  Oh, give thanks to the LORD, for He is good! For His mercy endures forever.

(1 Peter 1:3 NKJV)  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His abundant mercy has begotten us again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead,

(Titus 3:5 NKJV)  not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit,

(Psalms 59:16 NKJV)  But I will sing of Your power; Yes, I will sing aloud of Your mercy in the morning…”

	Gracious
	*God’s grace is the source of salvation and all of the spiritual blessings for God’s elect.

*Grace is freely given to those with no merit and to those who are entirely ill-deserving.

*The recipient of God’s grace has not earned grace or done anything to deserve grace—it is given solely by the sovereign good pleasure of His will.

*God’s grace abounds for the Christian

*God’s grace was given to us before the foundations of the earth—before time began
	(Ephesians 2:8-9 NKJV)  For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, {9} not of works, lest anyone should boast.

(2 Timothy 1:9 NKJV)  who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to our works, but according to His own purpose and grace which was given to us in Christ Jesus before time began,

(Romans 3:24 NKJV)  being justified freely by His grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus,

(Romans 11:5-6 NKJV)  Even so then, at this present time there is a remnant according to the election of grace. {6} And if by grace, then it is no longer of works; otherwise grace is no longer grace. But if it is of works, it is no longer grace; otherwise work is no longer work.

	Just
	*Justice is getting what is fair and due.
*God’s justice is linked with righteousness—doing what is right.

*God’s justice is dependent upon His omniscience—He must know all things.
*God’s justice is also dependent upon His sovereign power—He must have the power to judge appropriately.

*God’s justice was satisfied through the cross—therefore the Father caused Christ to rise again from the dead.
	(Nehemiah 9:32-33 NKJV)  "Now therefore, our God, The great, the mighty, and awesome God, Who keeps covenant and mercy: Do not let all the trouble seem small before You That has come upon us, Our kings and our princes, Our priests and our prophets, Our fathers and on all Your people, from the days of the kings of Assyria until this day. {33} However You are just in all that has befallen us; For You have dealt faithfully, But we have done wickedly.

(Revelation 15:3-4 NKJV)  They sing the song of Moses, the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying: "Great and marvelous are Your works, Lord God Almighty! Just and true are Your ways, O King of the saints! {4} Who shall not fear You, O Lord, and glorify Your name? For You alone are holy. For all nations shall come and worship before You, For Your judgments have been manifested."
(Romans 12:19 NKJV)  Beloved, do not avenge yourselves, but rather give place to wrath; for it is written, "Vengeance is Mine, I will repay," says the Lord.
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
